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Traditionally in Japan, Matsuri is a local festival celebrating the community and the deity
enshrined in the local Shinto shrine. Anyone who has experienced the special blend of
community spirit and excitement cannot deny the magic of a Japanese festival.

This is the 28" year of Albuquerque’s Aki Matsuri or “Fall Festival” and it has grown larger every year.
Aki Matsuri is NMJACL'’s primary fundraiser for the proposed Japanese Cultural Center and this year it
promises to be the best yet.

Each year a special theme is chosen and in recent years we have focused on Japanese arts requiring
a special journey for those seeking understanding of them. “The Way of” has special meaning to the
members of NMJACL in our journey to realize our goal of a Japanese Cultural Center in our
community. This year the theme is “Kado: The Way of the Flower — Ikebana — Japanese
Flower Arranging”.

Ikebana is the ancient art of arranging flowers. It is said that ikebana began with the under-
standing that when flowers are cut, they need to be placed in water to extend life and that the
combination of flowers and water were the beginning of ikebana. In the Shinto religion of
Japan all things in nature are revered and have spiritual meaning. Buddhist holy men traveling
to Japan in the 6™ century brought the idea of floral offerings which combined with the Shinto tradition
of offerings of pine or cedar branches to attract the attention of the spirits of nature, began the first
combinations of branch line material and flowers together to create the reverence of nature we now
study in the art of ikebana.

Ikebana, like all art forms has evolved over the years. From about the 10" century, the phrase “to
arrange flowers” appears in literature such as in “The Tale of Genji”. Arrangements at that time were
often branches of cherry blossoms placed in vessels, now called “nageire” or “tossed in” arrangements.
Later, more stylized, elaborate creations such as “Rikka” ,were developed to symbolize the idealized
beauty of paradise. This style is still practiced by “traditional ” ikebana schools today. In the 16™
century, informal arrangements called Chabana or tea arrangements for the tea ceremony created a
new direction for ikebana. In the mid 19" century with the influence of the West in Japan, Ikebana
changed again with the naturalistic style of moribana or a grouping of line and flowers placed in a low
container. Today most schools of Ikebana, whether considered “traditional” or “modern”, encourage
forms of free expression in the ever changing art of Ikebana. -
Ikebana is taught by accredited teachers who are affiliated with and licensed by schools of S
ikebana, all located in Japan. The head of each lkebana school in Japan is the -
lemoto or “head of the family”.
